SCNA SELECTOR CRITERIA


The Performance Pathway Lead, the County Academy Head Coach and County Head Scout are responsible for the selection of athletes into the County Performance Programme.
County Workshop and Academy coaches may support the selection process.

The Performance Pathway Lead will decide on the number of selectors required for each event and on the membership of each selection group.

Selectors will be expected to have met a majority or all of the following criteria:

· To have lodged a formal expression of interest to be a selector with the County Administrator.

· To have attended the most recent England Netball Talent ID training (currently under review).
· To be a lead or assistant coach within the SCNA Performance Pathway.

· To have previous selection experience.

· To have attended a SCNA selection event as an observer.

· To be able to attend all sessions of the selection event.

· To be invited to be a selector by the County performance Lead.
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
