Key responsibilities:

1. To follow the County Performance Academy programme, making amendments and alterations to the suggested programme based on the players development and progress.

2. Support the delivery of all sessions as directed by the County Performance Academy programme.

3. Ensure players are completing their Fitness programme. Advise and support players accordingly.

4. Support and provide opportunities for the assistant coach to lead / deliver part of the sessions.

5. Take the register and track players’ attendance at all sessions.

6. Assist the Academy Administrator when necessary.

7. Attend County Coaches meeting up to twice per season.

8. Attend the L & SE Regional Festival. (Usually in March).

The Coach must have the following experience / knowledge:

1. Take an athlete-centred approach to coaching, ensuring each athlete is consistently improving and developing.

2. Have an in-depth knowledge of the England Netball performance Pathway.

3. Have a sound knowledge of the fundamental skill and fitness levels required for an athlete on the pathway to becoming an elite netball player.

Desired qualities:

1. Highly organised and punctual for all sessions.

2. Is creative and reactive to what is happening in sessions, and to the athletes’ needs.

3. Positive approach to coaching and the development of the athlete.

4. Promote a positive and safe learning environment where mistakes are viewed as part of the learning process.
5. Have an athlete-centred approach, where the athlete’s development is paramount and of sole priority.

6. Have experience of coaching with a track record of achievement at club, school, university, college, Satellite Academy and / or County Academy.
